HE CARED FOR THE SHEP. AFTER ESCAPING HE
STUDIED FOR THE PRIBTHOOD AND, LATER, WAS SENT
AS BISHOP TO PREACHTHE GOSPEL TO THE PEOPLE OF
IRELAND WHERE HE CON\ERTED MANY TO THE FATH AND
ESTABLISHED A STRONGAND VIBRANT CHURCH. HE DIED

IN 461.

CHILDREN. HE ENCOURAGED TEACHERS TO SEE
THEMSELVES AS"AMBASSADORS OFCHRIST' TO THEIR

ST. THERESE OF THECHILD JESUS (CALLED THE

HAS BEEN CALLED BY POPEPIUS X| "THE GREATEST SAINT
OF MODERN TIMES' BECAUSE SHE EMPHASIED HER"LITTLE
WAY" OF FINDING GOD IN THE DAILY THINGS OF LIFE SHE
DEDICATED HER LIFE TO PRAYING FOR PRIESS,
ESPECIALLY MISSIONARES. SHE WAS DECLARED ADOCTOR
OF THECHURCH IN1997.

BORN IN SPAIN IN 1170,ST. DOMINIC ESTABLISHED THE

EMPHASIZED CONTEMPLATION, STUDY, AND PREACHING
AND COMMITMENT TO THE TRUTH. HE DIED IN 1221.

St. PETER

ST. PETER, THE FISHERMAN OFGALILEE, WAS CALLED
BY THE LORD TO BE A"FISHER OF MEN" DESPITE HIS HUMAN
FAILINGS (EVEN HIS DENIAL OF OUR LORD), HE WAS
APPOINTED BY THE LORD AS THE FIRST POPE HE DIED
AROUND THE YEAR 67, CRUCIFIED UPSIDE DOV BECAUSE
HE DID NOT THINK HE WAS WORTHY TO DIE IN THE SAME
